Mr. Connors called the meeting to order at 6:31p.m.

On motion by Ms. Mendelson, seconded by Ms. Bavinka, and carried by a 7-0-0 vote, the Board
moved immediately into Executive Session in accordance with Open Meeting Law to discuss
the employment history of a particular person(s) and collective negotiations.

The meeting reconvened into open session at 7:31 p.m. Ms. Pedisich led the pledge of
allegiance.

Linda Bergson spoke regarding Mrs. Pedisich and her nomination for the New York State
School Counselor Association Administrator of the Year award, and read the letter or
nomination she submitted to NYSSCA. Dr. Barbara Donnellan, President of NYSSCA, and Dr.
Robert Rotunda, Executive Director of NYSSCA, presented Mrs. Pedisich with the
Administrator of the Year Award. A brief reception was held in honor of Mrs. Pedisich.

There was no Public Participation at this time.

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Joey Hines spoke regarding upcoming and recent events, including Alumni Day at Ward
Melville High School.

Mr. Kornreich reported that the conversion of the District’s accounting software from Finance
Manager to Wincap was completed. He noted that the NY State Comptroller’s Audit reported a
minor discrepancy on fuel usage and that changes have been made to the method for tracking
fuel usage.

Dr. Kerman reported that the bond work is progressing and the District is still waiting on
approvals from Albany for additional work to begin.

Dr. Kerman spoke regarding recent media articles about Ward Melville indicating that he was
racist and an anti-Semite, and expressed concern about the District’s high school being named
after him. He suggested the Board look into the possibility of changing the name of the high
school.

Re it RESOLVED that the Board of Education accept the Office of the New York State
Comptroller’s Report of Examination for the period of July 1, 2014 — July 31, 2015.

On motion by Dr. Kerman, seconded by Mrs. Gische, and carried by a 7-0-0 vote, the Board
approved the resolution as presented.

Court litigation filed under Suffolk County Index No. 613601/2015, at the hourly rate of $235
per hour.
